EXHIBIT 1

ORDINANCE NO. -C-S

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF ANTIOCH SUBMITTING
A MEASURE TO THE VOTERS OF THE CITY OF ANTIOCH TO AMEND ARTICLE 4
OF CHAPTER 5 OF TITLE 3 OF THE ANTIOCH MUNICIPAL CODE TO INCREASE
THE CITY’S TRANSACTIONS AND USE TAX FROM A HALF CENT TO ONE CENT
AND TO IMPOSE THIS TAX UNTIL ENDED BY VOTERS

WHEREAS, at an election on November 5, 2013, the voters of the City of Antioch
approved Ordinance 2068-C-S, establishing a half-cent transaction and use tax; and

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Antioch enacted Ordinance 2068-C-S
on June 13, 2013, subject to the requirement that the voters ratify the Ordinance at the
ensuing special election that was called; and

WHEREAS, Ordinance 2068-C-S codifies Article 4 of Chapter 5 of Title 3 of the
Antioch Municipal Code, establishing, among other things, the requirements, collection
procedures, and exemptions for the City’'s transactions and use tax; and

WHEREAS, by its terms Ordinance 2068-C-S is set to expire in seven years from
its operative date; and

WHEREAS, in accordance with Elections Code section 9222 and Revenue and
Taxation Code section 7285.9, the City Council desires to submit to the voters of the
City of Antioch the increase of the transaction and use tax to one cent and to impose
this tax until ended by voters.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that The People of the City of Antioch
do ordain as follows:

Section 1. Section 3-5.405 of the Antioch Municipal Code is hereby amended as
follows:

§ 3-5.405 TRANSACTIONS TAX RATE.

For the privilege of selling tangible personal property at retail, a tax is hereby imposed
upon all retailers in the incorporated territory of the city at the rate of one-half of one
percent (.50%) until March 31, 2019, and thereafter at the rate of one percent (1.0%), of
the gross receipts of any retailer from the sale of all tangible personal property sold at
retail in the territory on and after the operative date of this article.

Section 2. Section 3-5.407 of the Antioch Municipal Code is hereby amended as
follows:

§ 3-5.407 USE TAX RATE.
An excise tax is hereby imposed on the storage, use or other consumption in the city of
tangible personal property purchased from any retailer on and after the operative date



of this article for storage, use or other consumption in said territory at the rate of one-
half of one percent (.50%) until March 31, 2019, and thereafter at the rate of one
percent (1.0%), of the sales price of the property. The sales price shall include delivery
charges when such charges are subject to state sales or use tax regardless of the place
to which delivery is made.

Section 3. Section 3-5.416 of the Antioch Municipal Code is hereby repealed.

Section 4. Section 3-5.417 of the Antioch Municipal Code is hereby repealed.

Section 5. CEQA Findings.
The approval of this Ordinance is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act

(Public Resources Code §§ 21000 et seq., "CEQA," and 14 Cal. Code Reg. §§ 15000 et
seq., "CEQA Guidelines"). The transactions and use tax to be submitted to the voters is
a general tax that can be used for any legitimate governmental purpose; it is not a
commitment to any particular action or actions. As such, under CEQA Guidelines
section 15378(b)(4), the tax is not a project within the meaning of CEQA because it
creates a government funding mechanism that does not involve any commitment to any
specific project that may result in a potentially significant physical impact on the
environment. If revenue from the tax were used for a purpose that would have either
such effect, the City would undertake the required CEQA review for that particular
project. Therefore, under CEQA Guidelines section 15060 review under CEQA is not
required.

Section 6. Replacement of Ordinance No. 2145-C-S.
This ordinance repeals and replaces Ordinance No. 2145-C-S, enacted by the City
Council on July 24, 2018.

Section 7. Severability.

In the event any section or portion of this ordinance shall be determined to be invalid or
unconstitutional, such section or portions shall be deemed severable and all other
sections or portions hereof shall remain in force and effect.

Section 8. Effective Date.

This ordinance relates to the levying and collecting of the City's transactions and use
taxes and shall not take effect until approved by the majority of the voters voting at the
general municipal election to be held on November 6, 2018.

Section 9. Certification and Publication.

Upon approval by the voters, the City Clerk shall certify to the passage and adoption of
this Ordinance and shall cause it to be published according to law and transmitted to the
Board of Equalization.

All other provisions of Ordinance 2068-C-S as adopted by the City Council on June 25,
2013 shall remain in effect.
