FILIPINO AMERICAN HISTORY MONTH
October 2023

WHEREAS, in 2009, U.S. Congress recognized October as Filipino American History Month
in the United States;

WHEREAS, understanding the history of Filipino people in the United States is an
important part of celebrating Filipino American History Month;

WHEREAS, the earliest documented evidence of Filipinos in the continental United States
occurred on October 18, 1587 when mariners called “Luzones inidos” under
Spanish command landed in Morro Bay, Califorinia;

WHEREAS, Filipino Americans are the second largest Asian American group in the nation, the
third largest ethnic group in California, and the second largest ethnic group in Antioch;

WHEREAS, in the 1990s, the Filipinos made up 2.4 percent of Antioch’s 62,000 residents,
but today Filipinos make up 8.2 percent of Antioch’s 120,000 residents;

WHEREAS, Filipino American History Month is an opportunity to highlight the economic,
cultural, social, and other notable contributions Filipino Americans have made in
countless ways toward the development of United States history;

WHEREAS, the contributions of Filipino Americans have enhanced the freedom and
prosperity America continues to enjoy today;

WHEREAS, the customs and traditions of Filipino Americans are respected and
celebrated as part of the rich history of our city, state, and nation;

WHEREAS, nine Filipino Americans have received the Medal of Honor, the highest award
for valor in action against an enemy force that may be bestowed on
an individual serving in the United States Armed Forces;

WHEREAS, the late Peter Aquino Aduja of Hawaii became the first Filipino American elected to
public office and the late Thelma Garcia Buchholdt of Alaska became the first Filipina
American elected to a legislature in the United States, respectively, inspiring fellow
Filipino Americans to pursue public service in politics and government; and

WHEREAS, Filipino American farmworkers and labor leaders, such as Philip Vera Cruz and
Larry Itliong, played an integral role in the multiethnic United Farm Workers
movement, alongside Cesar Chavez and Dolores Huerta.

NOW, THEREFORE, I, LAMAR A. THORPE, Mayor of the City of Antioch,
do hereby proclaim October 2023, as “Filipino American History Month”in the City of Antioch.

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Julia Emego Kwue spoke in support of defunding the APD and using the funds to build a multi-
story building for social safety net programs. She encouraged residents to assist the unhoused.

Ralph Hernandez, Antioch resident, spoke in support of APD officers in good standing and
discussed cases he had investigated. He stated officers found guilty of misconduct should be
terminated or disciplined.

Nicole Gardner encouraged churches to provide outreach services for the unhoused.

Gavin Payton, East County NAACP Youth Council, invited the community to a youth scholarship
fundraising banquet at 7:00 p.m. on November 4, 2023.

Devin Williams announced a March to Pittsburg City Hall would be held on September 16, 2023,
beginning at Pittsburg City Park to urge Council to pass a rent stabilization ordinance. He
encouraged stakeholders work together to provide outreach services for the unhoused.

Kamilah thanked Council for actions taken to improve public safety in the community.

Phillip Cordero stated he attempted to file a report at APD after he was assaulted, and their
response was unprofessional.

Archie Brumfield, ACCE, recited scripture and encouraged community members to be proactive.

Councilmember Barbanica thanked the public speakers this evening. He reported on
conversations he had had with Amy Hilton and Ginny Hogan regarding the Heritage Baptist
Academy incident and apologized for the delay in response from the City. He stated he would
be asking staff to agendize a discussion on buffer zones and the consideration of the former
Babe Ruth Fields for homeless services. He reported on his attendance at Stand Down and
thanked Delta Veteran’s Group for hosting the event. He announced the safe parking lot program
was now available at Saint Ignatius and had been very successful.

Councilmember Ogorchock stated she was pleased that the Delta Veteran’s Group and the
NAACP had successful events and explained that she had been unable to attend since she was
out of town. She stated she had spoken to Acting Chief Vigil, Ms. Hilton and Ms. Hogan about
the Heritage Baptist Academy event. She reported several churches and St. Vincent DePaul
were very active within the homeless communities and she thanked them for their efforts.

Councilmember Wilson announced a Delta Diablo meeting would be held on September 13,
2023, and Tri Delta would be meeting in two weeks. She apologized to Ms. Hogan for the
incident that occurred at Heritage Baptist Academy. She spoke in support of stakeholders
working together to address public safety and assist the unhoused.

Council to look at recovery based on the first crime they committed.

Shamawn Wright, Bridge Builders to the New Generation, discussed his efforts to advocate for
youth in the community.

Christian Gutierrez discussed incidents he was involved in with the government and the Antioch
Unified School District (AUSD).

Rosalba Zendejas discussed incidents her sons were involved in with law enforcement.

Frank Sterling and Francisco Torres, Reimagine Antioch, suggested the City seek financial
reimbursement from police officers charged with misconduct. They requested staff investigate
utilizing the Babe Ruth fields for emergency shelter housing opportunities.

Teki Flow, Reimagine Antioch, requested staff investigate utilizing the Babe Ruth fields for
emergency shelter housing opportunities. She discussed their organization’s efforts to work with
the Department of Public Safety and Community Resources to address violence in the
community.

Andrew Becker discussed violence occurring in Antioch and spoke in support of utilizing the
former Babe Ruth fields for emergency shelter housing opportunities.

T. Garrett, ACCE, reported on their efforts to improve living conditions at the Delta Pines
Apartments and invited Council to attend a meeting with stakeholders at 6:30 p.m. on October
23, 2023.
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Sabrina Pedrotte encouraged community members contribute to improving the City.

CITY COUNCIL COMMITTEE REPORTS/COMMUNICATIONS

Councilmember Barbanica reported on a meeting with Andrew Becker to discuss the potential
future use for the Babe Ruth fields and noted a follow-up meeting would be held this week with
Councilmember Torres-Walker.

Councilmember Ogorchock announced the Racial Equity Ad Hoc meeting would be held on
September 27, 2023. She expressed concern regarding sideshow activities occurring in Antioch
and spoke in support of citing participants and spectators. She reported there had been another
trespass incident at Heritage Baptist School and suggested the City move forward with the
implementation of a buffer zone around schools. She reported on her attendance at Cal Cities
conferences and requested staff bring back an ACA13 resolution, for Council consideration.

Councilmember Wilson reported on her attendance at Delta Diablo and announced Tri Delta
Transit would meet on September 27, 2023.

Councilmember Torres-Walker thanked everyone for their public comments. She discussed the
status of the School/City Standing Committee, Cannabis Standing Committee, Police Oversight
Committee and CDBG Standing Committee. She announced the Human Rights and Racial
Equity Ad Hoc Committee would be meeting on September 27, 2023. She reported she had
met with City Attorney Smith who explained the Antioch Police Department (APD) termination
process. She congratulated those advocating for change at the Delta Pines Apartments. She
reported on a meeting she attended with Director of Public Safety and Community Resources
Johnson and Contra Costa County Health, to discuss potential funding to address violence in
Antioch. She congratulated those who supported AB28 and announced it had been signed by
the governor.

MAYOR’S COMMENTS

Mayor Thorpe announced he would be attending Tri Delta Transit on September 27, 2023, and
the Mayor’s Conference on September 28, 2023. He reported on a roundtable discussion he
hosted with local businesses to discuss public safety and thanked those who participated. He
also reported on attending the Contra Costa Medical College Health Fair and the SEIU strike.

4. PRESENTATIONS
Director of Public Safety and Community Resources Johnson introduced Sarah Morgan, Victoria

Ezeibe, Laylanie Richardson and Joy Ezeibe who gave the Antioch Youth Civic Leadership
Society Youth Hub Project presentation.
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Director of Public Safety and Community Resources Johnson acknowledged youth who were
doing amazing things in the community.

Andrew Becker discussed potential funding sources for the project and suggested the City
consider the former Sears property as a location.

Crystal Harding, All Children Thrive, acknowledged the Antioch Youth Civic Leadership Society
for their work in the community and urged Council to invest in youth activities.

The City Council thanked Antioch Youth Civic Leadership Society for the presentation and spoke
to the benefits of the project and potential future funding opportunities.

Mayor Thorpe declared a recess at 8:24 p.m. The meeting reconvened at 8:28 p.m. with all
Councilmembers present.

Acting Chief Vigil gave an APD Presentation that included Police Department - Sworn, Police
Department - Non-Sworn and Crime Comparison 2022 vs 2023.

Frank Sterling requested an update on the current APD investigations. He suggested lateral
hires be investigated thoroughly. He also suggested officers who were aware of misconduct
and did not report it, be held accountable.

Julia Emego Kwue stated she did not support APD interacting with AUSD students unless they
were involved in violent acts. She suggested eliminating the use of canines and disarming police.
She requested calls for service and investigation updates be placed on the City’s website. She
spoke in support of businesses hiring their own security and reducing APD staff.

Andrew Becker requested an update on equipment utilized by Community Service Officers
(CSO).

Ms.Quinto-Collins discussed the importance of training dispatchers in de-escalation techniques.
Councilmember Barbanica thanked Acting Chief Vigil for the presentation.

In response to Councilmember Barbanica, Acting Chief Vigil provided an update on staffing,
response times and calls for service. He reported that he had conversations with CHP and the
Sheriff's department who indicated that they could provide no assistance to Antioch outside of
their mutual aid agreement.

Councilmember Barbanica expressed concern the City was understaffed which could cause
fatigue and a loss of officers. He commented that the Sheriff's Department informed him that
they were prepared to offer personnel for emergencies and overtime reimbursement. He noted
he had also spoke with Assemblyman Grayson who indicated that the State was willing to assist.
He commented that he would reach out to them and set up a meeting with staff to further discuss
the issue.
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Councilmember Torres-Walker thanked Acting Chief Vigil for the presentation.

In response to Councilmember Torres-Walker, Acting Chief Vigil explained the traffic unit had
been reassigned to patrol. He gave an overview of the CSO training program and the process
for employee evaluations.

Councilmember Torres-Walker requested future updates include shooting injuries that had not
resulted in death, shot spotter data, calls for service (year to date), crisis response team data
and an open-source data portal.

Acting Chief Vigil reported they were working with the webmaster to incorporate a real time
tracker for complaints.

Councilmember Torres-Walker stated she supported mutual aid in emergency instances. She
noted that she hoped to get clarity from the sheriff's office and highway patrol on how they could
move forward based on the needs of the City.

Councilmember Ogorchock requested future reports include response times.

In response to Councilmember Ogorchock, Acting Chief Vigil reported they were currently
working on the 30 by 30 initiative; however, Antioch’s maternity leave/compensation was behind
competitors. He suggested the City give consideration to this matter.

Councilmember Ogorchock thanked Acting Chief Vigil for the report.

Councilmember Wilson requested future reports include crime data and staffing comparable with
cities of similar sizes as well as crime data per district.

In response to Councilmember Barbanica, Acting Chief Vigil stated he was unaware of any
CSOs violating public policy with regards to how they drove their vehicles. He encouraged
community members witnessing violations to file a complaint, since all vehicles had audio and
video cameras, they could remote in to determine if a policy violation had occurred.

Councilmember Barbanica reiterated that he would reach out to the Sheriff's Department and
Assemblyman Grayson.

Mayor Thorpe thanked Acting Chief Vigil for the presentation. He reiterated that the categories
of robbery, burglary and theft had been consolidated and based on that information a 31%
increase in crime was inaccurate.

SUBJECT: Police Department's Computer Aided Dispatch and Records
Management System (CAD/RMS) server hardware

RECOMMENDED ACTION

It is recommended that the City Council adopt a resolution to approve the purchase of
CAD/RMS system servers through AMS.NET via the Merced County FOCUS contract
2021092 for an amount not to exceed $143,000.

FISCAL IMPACT

The total amount for the servers is $143,000, which includes a 10 percent contingency.
Half of this expense will come from the Information Systems Equipment Replacement
fund. The other half of the expense is from the General Fund Police Department’s
Dispatch budget. This expenditure is included in the approved Fiscal Year 2023/2024
budget.

DISCUSSION

On June 13, 2023, the City Council approved the purchase of the Police Department’s
new CAD/RMS system via Resolution No. 2023/98. This new system requires the
purchase of new server hardware to be installed within the Police Department. The City
will be utilizing the Merced County FOCUS contract 2021092 to purchase the required
hardware under cooperative purchasing in accordance with Antioch Municipal Code
Section 3-412 (C).

THIS AGREEMENT, is made and entered into by and between the County of Merced, a
political subdivision of the State of California, (hereinafter referred to as "County"), and
AMS.NET, Inc., a Delaware corporation, located at 502 Commerce Way, Livermore,
California, 94551 (hereinafter referred to as "Contractor").

Electronic documents shall be
updated immediately for price reductions. The document must
show the array of product/service offerings, product/service
descriptions, and pricing schedules based on single item
purchases. If appropriate, greater price reductions are expected as
volume on identical items is increased. A percent of volume
discount must be provided prior to order.

Price increase/price decline policies. All price reduction changes
must be published within seventy-two (72) hours.

PUBLIC AGENCY PARTICIPATION

Any public agency, i.e., city, district, public authority, public agency, municipality
and other political subdivision or a public corporation of California (hereinafter
referred to as public agency) located in the State of California or any other state
shall have the option of participating in any award made as a result of this
proposal at the same prices, F.O.B. destination, and terms and conditions. The
public agency shall make purchases in their own name, have deliveries made to
their facilities, and be responsible for tax liability and payments directly to the
Contractor. The public agency will hold harmless the County from all claims,
demands, actions, or causes of actions of every kind resulting directly or
indirectly, arising out of, or in any way connected with use of this Contract.

Public Agencies may not qualify vendors for their contract offerings by
using FOCUS Terms and Conditions.

PROGRAM UTILIZATION REQUIREMENTS

In order for a public agency to utilize FOCUS contracts, the public agency must
first complete an agreement with Merced County.

NOTICES

All notices, requests, demands or other communications under this Agreement
shall be in writing. Notice shall be sufficiently given for all purposes as follows:

A. Personal Delivery. When personally delivered to the recipient, notice is
effective upon delivery.

B. First Class Mail. When mailed first class to the last address of the
recipient known to the party giving notice, notice is effective three mail
delivery days after deposit in a United States Postal Service office or
mailbox.

G Certified Mail. When mailed by certified mail, return receipt requested,
notice is effective upon receipt, if delivery is confirmed by a return receipt.

D. Overnight Delivery. When delivered by an overnight delivery service,
charges prepaid or charged to the sender's account, notice is effective on
delivery, if delivery is confirmed by the delivery service.

Any correctly addressed notice that is refused, unclaimed or undeliverable
because of an act or omission of the party to be notified shall be deemed
effective as of the first date that the notice was refused, unclaimed or deemed
undeliverable by the postal authorities, messengers or overnight delivery service.

Any party may change its address by giving the other party notice of the change
in any manner permitted by this Agreement.

CONDITION SUBSEQUENT/NON-APPROPRIATION OF FUNDING

The compensation paid to Contractor pursuant to this Agreement is based on
County’s continued appropriation of funding for the purpose of this Agreement,
as well as the receipt of local, county, state and/or federal funding for this
purpose. The parties acknowledge that the nature of government finance is
unpredictable, and that the rights and obligations set forth in this Agreement are
therefore contingent upon the receipt and/or appropriation of the necessary



funds. In the event that funding is terminated, in whole or in part, for any reason,
at any time, this Agreement and all obligations of the County arising from this
Agreement shall be immediately discharged. County agrees to inform Contractor
no later than ten (10) calendar days after the County determines, in its sole
judgment, that funding will be terminated and the final date for which funding will
be available. Under these circumstances, all biling or other claims for
compensation or reimbursement by Contractor arising out of performance of this
Agreement must be submitted to County prior to the final date for which funding
is available. In the alternative, County and Contractor may agree, in such
circumstance, to a suspension or modification of either party's rights and
obligations under this Agreement. Such a modification, if the parties agree
thereto, may permit a restoration of previous contract terms in the event funding
is reinstated. Also in the alternative, if funding is provided to the County in the
form of promises to pay at a later date, whether referred to as “government
warrants”, “lIOU’s”, or by any other name, the County may, in its sole discretion,
provide similar promises to pay to the Contractor, which the Contractor hereby
agrees to accept as sufficient payment until cash funding becomes available.

TERMINATION FOR CONVENIENCE

This Agreement, notwithstanding anything to the contrary herein above or
hereinafter set forth, may be terminated by County at any time without cause or
legal excuse by providing the other party with thirty (30) calendar days written
notice of such termination.

Upon effective date of termination, County shall have no further liability to
Contractor except for payment for actual services incurred during the
performance hereunder. Such liability is limited to the time specified in said
notice and for services not previously reimbursed by County. Such liability is
further limited to the extent such costs are actual, necessary, reasonable, and
verifiable costs and have been incurred by Contractor prior to, and in connection
with, discontinuing the work hereunder.

TERMINATION FOR CAUSE

The County may terminate this Agreement and be relieved of making any
payments to Contractor and all duties to Contractor should the Contractor fail to
perform any material duty or obligation of the Agreement. Notice shall be given
as otherwise provided herein. In the event of such termination the County may
proceed with the work in any manner deemed proper by the County. All costs to
the County shall be deducted from any sum otherwise due the Contractor and
the balance, if any, shall be paid to the Contractor upon demand. Such remedy
is in addition to such other remedies as may be available to the County provided
by law.

MODIFICATION OF THE AGREEMENT

Notwithstanding any of the provisions of this Agreement, the parties may agree
to amend this Agreement. No alteration or variation of the terms of this
Agreement shall be valid unless made in writing and signed by the parties hereto.
No oral understanding or agreement not incorporated herein shall be binding on
any of the parties hereto

INSURANCE

A

Prior to the commencement of work, and as a precondition to this
Agreement, Contractor shall purchase and maintain the following types of
insurance for the stated minimum limits indicated during the term of this
Agreement. Contractor shall provide a certificate of insurance and
endorsements on each policy as required in this section. Each certificate
of insurance shall specify if Contractor has a self-insured retention (SIR),
and if so, Contractor shall be required to provide the entire policy of
insurance with which it has an SIR and/or deductible. All deductibles and
SIRs shall be fully disclosed in the Certificates of Insurance and are
subject to the express written permission of the County Risk Manager.

y Commercial General Liability: $1,000,000 per occurrence and
$2,000,000 annual aggregate covering products and completed
operations, bodily injury, personal injury and property damage. The
County and its officers, employees and agents shall be endorsed to
above policy as additional insured, using 1ISO form CG2026 or an
alternate form that is at least as broad as form CG2026, as to any
liability arising from the performance of this Agreement.

2. Automobile Liability: $1,000,000 per accident for bodily injury and
property damage, or alternatively split limits of $500,000 per person
and $1,000,000 per accident for bodily injury with $250,000 per
accident for property damage.

3. Workers Compensation: Statutory coverage, if and as required
according to the California Labor Code, including Employers'
Liability limits of $1,000,000 per accident. The policy shall be
endorsed to waive the insurer's subrogation rights against the
County.

4. Technology Professional Liability Errors and Omissions Insurance
appropriate to the Contractor’s profession and work hereunder, with
limits not less than $2,000,000 per occurrence. Coverage shall be
sufficiently broad to respond to the duties and obligations as is
undertaken by the Contractor in this agreement and shall include,
but not be limited to, claims involving infringement of intellectual



property, copyright, trademark, invasion of privacy violations,
information theft, release of private information, extortion and
network security. The policy shall provide coverage for breach
response costs as well as regulatory fines and penalties as well as
credit monitoring expenses with limits sufficient to respond to these
obligations.

The Policy shall include, or be endorsed to include, property
damage liability coverage for damage to, alteration of, loss
of, or destruction of electronic data and/or information
“property” of the Agency in the care, custody, or control of
the Contractor. If not covered under the Contractor’s liability
policy, such “property” coverage of the Agency may be
endorsed onto the Contractor's Cyber Liability Policy as
covered property as follows:

Cyber Liability coverage not less than $2,000,000 per
occurrence, and sufficient to cover, the full replacement
value of damage to, alteration of, loss of, or destruction of
electronic data and/or information “property” of the Agency
that will be in the care, custody, or control of Contractor.

B. INSURANCE CONDITIONS

Insurance is to be primary and non-contributory with any insurance
of the County and placed with admitted insurers rated by A.M. Best
Co. as A: VIl or higher. Lower rated, or approved but not admitted
insurers, or any other requirement changes (such as limits) are
subject to the prior approval of the County Risk Manager.

Each of the above required policies shall be endorsed to provide
the County with thirty (30) days prior written notice of cancellation.
The County is not liable for the payment of premiums or
assessments on the policy. No cancellation provisions in the
insurance policy shall be construed in derogation of the continuing
duty of Contractor to furnish insurance during the term of this
Agreement.

If the Contractor maintains broader coverage and/or higher limits
than the minimums shown above, the County requires and shall be
entitled to the broader coverage and/or the higher limits maintained
by the Contractor. Any available insurance proceeds in excess of
the specified minimum limits of insurance and coverage shall be
available to the County.

4. If the Contractor uses Sub-Contractors or others to perform work
under this Agreement, such Sub-Contractor or other persons shall
be Named Insured or Additionally Insured to the Contractor's
required insurance coverage, or required by the Contractor to
comply with equivalent insurance and conditions of this Section.

INDEMNIFICATION

Contractor has the contracted duty (hereinafter "the duty") to indemnify, defend
and hold harmless, County, its Board of Supervisors, officers, employees, agents
and assigns from and against any and all claims, demands, liability, judgments,
awards, interest, attorney’s fees, costs, experts’ fees and expenses of
whatsoever kind or nature, at any time arising out of or in any way connected
with the performance of this Agreement, whether in tort, contract or otherwise.
This duty shall include, but not be limited to, claims for bodily injury, property
damage, personal injury, and contractual damages or otherwise alleged to be
caused to any person or entity including, but not limited to employees, agents
and officers of Contractor.

Contractor’s liability for indemnity under this Agreement shall apply, regardless of
fault, to any acts or omissions, willful misconduct or negligent conduct of any
kind, on the part of the Contractor, its agents, subcontractor and employees. The
duty shall extend to any allegation or claim of liability except in circumstances
found by a jury or judge to be the sole and legal result of the willful misconduct of
County. This duty shall arise at the first claim or allegation of liability against
County. Contractor will on request and at its expense defend any action suit or
proceeding arising hereunder. This clause for indemnification shall be
interpreted to the broadest extent permitted by law.

INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR

It is mutually understood and agreed that Contractor is an independent
Contractor in the performance of the work duties and obligations devolving upon
Contractor under this Agreement. County shall neither have, nor exercise any
control or direction over the methods by which Contractor shall perform the
assigned work and functions. The contractual interest of County is to assure that
the services covered by this Agreement shall be performed and rendered in a
competent, efficient and satisfactory manner.

It is agreed that no employer-employee relationship is created and Contractor
shall hold County harmless and be solely responsible for withholding, reporting
and payment of any federal, state or local taxes; any contributions or premiums
imposed or required by workers' compensation; any unemployment insurance:
any social security income tax; and any other obligations from statutes or codes
applying to Contractor, or its subcontractors and employees, if any.

It is mutually agreed and understood that Contractor, its subcontractors and
employees, if any, shall have no claim under this Agreement or otherwise against
the County for vacation pay, sick leave, retirement or social security benefits,
occupational or non-occupational injury, disability or illness, or loss of life or
income, by whatever cause.

Contractor shall insure that all its personnel and employees, subcontractors and
their employees, and any other individuals used to perform the contracted
services are aware and expressly agree that County is not responsible for any
benefits, coverage or payment for their efforts.

RECORDS, INFORMATION AND REPORTS

Contractor shall maintain full and accurate records with respect to all matters
covered under this Agreement. To the extent permitted by law, County shall
have free access at all proper times or until the expiration of four (4) years after
the furnishing of services to such records, and the right to examine and audit the
same and to make transcripts therefrom, and to inspect all data, documents,
proceedings, and activities pertaining to this Agreement.

To the extent permitted by law, Contractor shall furnish County such periodic
reports as County may request pertaining to the work or services undertaken
pursuant to this Agreement. The costs and obligations incurred or to be incurred
in connection therewith shall be borne by the Contractor.

OWNERSHIP OF DOCUMENTS

To the extent permitted by law, all technical data, evaluations, plans,
specifications, reports, documents, or other work products developed by
Contractor hereunder are the exclusive property of County and upon request of
County shall be delivered to County upon completion of the services authorized
hereunder. In the event of termination, all finished or unfinished documents and
other materials, if any, at the option of County, and to the extent permitted by
law, shall become the property of the County. Contractor may retain copies
thereof for its files and internal use.

Any publication of information directly derived from work performed or data
obtained in connection with services rendered under this Agreement must be first
approved by County.

QUALITY OF SERVICE
Contractor shall perform its services with care, skill, and diligence, in accordance
with the applicable professional standards currently recognized by such

profession, and shall be responsible for the professional quality, technical
accuracy, completeness, and coordination of all reports, designs, drawings,

plans, information, specifications, and/or other items and services furnished
under this Agreement.

Contractor shall, without additional compensation, correct or revise any errors or
deficiencies immediately upon discovery in its reports, drawings, specifications,
designs, and/or other related items or services.

PERSONAL SATISFACTION AS A CONDITION PRECEDENT

The obligations of County as provided in this Agreement are expressly
conditioned upon Contractor's compliance with the provisions of this Agreement
to the personal satisfaction of the County. County shall determine compliance in
good faith as a reasonable person would under the circumstances.

ENTIRE AGREEMENT

This Agreement and any additional or supplementary document or documents
incorporated herein by specific reference contain all the terms and conditions
agreed upon by the parties hereto, and no other contracts, oral or otherwise,
regarding the subject matter of this Agreement or any part thereof shall have any
validity or bind any of the parties hereto.

PRICING

If the FOCUS partnering contractor’s prices decline, or should Contractor, at any
time during the term of this Agreement, provide the same or similar goods or
services under similar quantity and delivery conditions and terms and conditions
of purchase to the State of California or any county, municipality or district of the
state at prices below those set forth in this Agreement, then such lower prices
shall be immediately extended to Merced County and the FOCUS users up to
and including date of shipment from Contractor's shipping point.

COUNTY NOT OBLIGATED TO THIRD PARTIES

County shall not be obligated or liable hereunder to any party other than
Contractor.

LAWS, LICENSES, PERMITS AND REGULATIONS

Contractor and County agree to comply with all State laws and regulations that
pertain to construction, health and safety, labor, minimum wage, fair employment
practice, equal opportunity, and all other matters applicable to Contractor and
County, their sub-grantees, Contractors, or subcontractor, and their work.

FISCAL IMPACT

Funding for the first two years of this GIS Application consultant services contract is
included in the adopted Fiscal Year 2023-25 Information Services, GIS Division Operating
Budget in the amount of $90,000 in fiscal year 2024 and 2025. Funding for the third year
of the contract will be included in the next two-year budget when that is prepared.

DISCUSSION

Geographic Information Systems (“GIS”) connects data to a map, integrating location data
(where things are) with all types of descriptive information (showing what things are like
there). A spatial database is a database that is directly linked to physical features in the
real world. This link creates a very powerful tool for local governments by allowing
employees to manage, analyze, and model the very assets it is responsible for. Detailed
maps and databases are used as a result of GIS technology.

In the City of Antioch, GIS operates primarily as an Internal Services Division that uses
computer hardware and software to create, manage, analyze, and map data to spaces.

The demand for City systems and applications to communicate with our GIS System is
increasing.

The City uses ESRI GIS technology to locate infrastructure, prioritize maintenance
operations, and meet organizational objectives by mapping, analyzing, and visualizing
assets. A primary role of GIS is to create and maintain an authoritative database of the
City’s infrastructure and all assets. This is a critical function and one that requires a
coordinated effort amongst City staff. City systems with built-in capabilities to efficiently
communicate with GIS include Energov (Community Development), Incode (Finance),
RMS (Police Department), Cityworks (Public Works), and SeeClickFix (Public Works).

A Request for Qualifications was published on August 18, 2023 and closed on September
8, 2023, soliciting consulting services for GIS Applications. The City received and
evaluated four (4) proposals based on scoring criteria that demonstrated overall
qualifications and capability to provide collaborative support in a partnership capacity. Of
the four (4) proposals, Kosmos Geospatial, LLC scored the highest and was rated as the
leading firm to suitably meet the City’s needs.

Kosmos Geospatial, LLC, has a track record in providing services to municipalities and is
recognized for working with local governments as its core business.

Throughout the project’s lifecycle, QAQC
measures will be performed using systematic tools and analysis. If any shortcomings are detected,
Kosmos Geospatial will review the work and make any necessary corrections or modifications to ensure
adherence to the quality standards and specifications. Once the mobile applications and operational
dashboard solutions are complete, initial users will be prompted to test out the applications and
dashboards to confirm compatibility, ease-of-use, and general functionality. If any additional changes are
deemed necessary, Kosmos Geospatial will make the corrections prior to the city-wide go-live date.

Kosmos Geospatial will provide up to 15 hours of remote training for mobile application and operational
dashboard users. Additionally, Kosmos will provide up to 15 hours of remote training for any back-end
GIS users and the City management team after the mobile applications and operational dashboards are
complete.

Task 4: Go-live & Ongoing Support

Acceptance of deliverables by the City; full city-wide go-live of all mobile applications and operational
dashboards. Kosmos Geospatial will reserve up to 200 hours for post go-live support, additional
configurations, future implementations, ongoing QAQC measures, and ad-hoc GIS support as needed.
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Task 5: Image Server Implementation and Configuration

Kosmos will install and configure ArcGIS Image Server on the City’s ArcGIS Enterprise system. This
includes uploading, preparing, and analyzing the City’s aerial imagery as well as ongoing management of
the map layer service. Additionally, Kosmos will incorporate uploading, preparing, and analyzing of the
City’s LiDAR data within this task item, and at no additional cost.

FISCAL IMPACT

The development of the East 18th Street East Warehouse Project will be fully funded by the
applicant, DECA Company. The City will incur no costs in the development. The development
of the project will create new jobs in the community and additional property taxes through the
development of the site.

DISCUSSION
Project Overview/Requested Approvals

The applicant, DECA Company, is requesting approval of the proposed development of a
431,797-square-foot (sf) light industrial building for warehousing, distribution, and storage,
including approximately 20,000 sf of office space. The proposed project includes a total of 542
vehicle parking spaces and 140 truck trailer spaces. The project improvements would include, but
would not be limited to, landscaping, circulation improvements, and utility installation. Necessary
entitlements from the City of Antioch include the following:

1. The E. 18th Street East Warehouse Project Initial Study/Mitigated Negative Declaration
and Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Program. Pursuant to the California
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA), ISIMND and MMRP were prepared to evaluate the
potential impacts to the environment associated with implementation of the proposed
project.

S
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2. General Plan Amendment. The proposed project would require approval of an amendment
to the General Plan land use map to change the land use designation of the southern
portion of the site from Regional Commercial to Business Park.

3. Specific Plan Amendment. The proposed project would require approval of an amendment
to the East Eighteenth Street Specific Plan to change the land use designation of the
southern portion of the site from Regional Commercial/Mixed Use (CR/M) to Office/Light
Industrial (O/LI) and to remove the planned loop road connecting Drive In Way and
Vineyard Drive.

4. Planned Development Rezone. The East Eighteenth Street Specific Plan requires all
future development within the planning area to receive approval of a PD application. The
proposed project would include a Rezone of the project site from Heavy Industrial District
(M-2) and Regional Commercial District (C-3) to PD.

5. Final Development Plan. The Zoning Ordinance requires that a Final Development Plan
be approved for all proposed PD districts.

6. Use Permit. The Zoning Ordinance requires that a Use Permit be approved prior to the
construction of any phase of an approved PD district.

7. Design Review. The proposed project requires Design Review to authorize the proposed
building conceptual architecture, landscaping, and site design of the project and to ensure
consistency with the City of Antioch General Plan, Zoning Ordinance design policies and
criteria, and Citywide Design Guidelines.

The 24.77-acre East 18th Street East Warehouse Project (proposed project) site is located
directly north of the intersection of East 18th Street and Philips Lane within the Eastern Waterfront
Employment Focus Area and East Eighteenth Street Specific Plan Area of the City of Antioch and
is identified by Assessor's Parcel Number (APN) 051-052-056-2. Surrounding existing uses
include agricultural land and industrial uses to the north; undeveloped land, a distribution center,
self-storage facility, and gas station to the east; auto repair and towing businesses to the south
with single family residences, a motel, and trucking company further south across East 18th
Street; and agricultural land to the west.

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Environmental

In accordance with CEQA, the City has prepared an IS/MND, which determined all potentially
significant environmental impacts for the potential ultimate buildout of the project would be
mitigated to a less-than-significant level with incorporation of mitigation. As a result, an MMRP
was prepared and is included as Exhibit B to Attachment A.

The IS/MND was circulated for public review from April 21, 2023 to May 22, 2023 to solicit
comments and input from the public. The City received a comment letter from Blum, Collins & Ho
Attorneys at Law LLP within the 30-day public review period. The comments received from Blum,
Coallins, & Ho were related to environmental justice concerns. However, such concerns are not
covered under CEQA and after discussions with the applicant, Blum, Collins, & Ho withdrew their
comment letter. A comment letter was also received from PG&E, which provided information
regarding landscaping for the proposed project and the existing PG&E facilities. The proposed
project would be required to install landscaping compliant with PG&E’s guide for Trees and shrubs
for power line-friendly landscaping. On August 16, 2023, prior to the Planning Commission
hearing, the City received a comment letter from the Advocates for the Environment, a non-profit
law firm, related to Greenhouse Gas Emissions resulting from the proposed project. On
September 12, 2023, the Advocates for the Environment letter was also withdrawn. No revisions
to the IS/MND were required as a result of the comment letters, and no new significant information
was identified during the comment period. Therefore, recirculation of the IS/MND is not required.
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Copies of the 18th Street East Warehouse IS/IMND were made available for review Monday
through Friday, at the City of Antioch Community Development Department, between the hours
of 800 AM and 500 PM. The IS/MND was also available online at:
https://www.antiochca.gov/community-development-department/planning-
division/environmental-documents/.

Background

The majority of the project site is undeveloped, consisting primarily of non-native vegetation, and
deteriorated concrete pads, with vineyards planted in the northern portion of the site. The
topography of the project site is flat, with elevations ranging from approximately 30 to 35 feet
above mean sea level. A 10-foot-wide water pipeline easement owned by Pacific Gas and Electric
Company (PG&E) is located within the site that runs north to south, and an existing 12-inch sewer
line runs east and west across the site, following Drive In Way.

The East Eighteenth Street Specific Plan designates the northern portion of the site as O/LI and
the southern portion of the site as CR/M. The Antioch General Plan designates the northern
portion of the site as Business Park and the southern portion as Regional Commercial, and the
entire site is within the Eastern Waterfront Employment Focus Area Overlay. The northern portion
of the project site is zoned M-2 and the southern portion is zoned C-3.

The project site is also located within the 976-acre Eastern Waterfront Employment Focus Area
in the northeastern portion of the City of Antioch. The General Plan anticipates this Focus Area
to revitalize former heavy industrial lands along the river and provide a transition to other uses.

ANALYSIS

The proposed project would include the development of a 431,797-square foot (sf) warehouse
with a total of 106 truck loading docks, with 53 docks on the western side and 53 docks on the
eastern side of the building. The primary use of the building would be for light industrial,
warehouse, distribution, and storage use, with approximately 20,000 sf of office use within the
building. Up to approximately 10,000 sf of office may be provided by a mezzanine. A total of 542
parking stalls would be provided on-site. Access to the project site would be provided by a new
driveway from East 18th Street and a new driveway from Drive In Way. The project would require
City approval of the following: General Plan Amendment, Specific Plan Amendment, Planned
Development Rezone, Final Development Plan, Use Permit, and Design Review.

The proposed uses include light industrial, warehousing, storage of inventory, distribution, and
associated office and administrative support. While there is some variability with respect to
individual tenants, the facility will often operate in multiple shifts, and will be operational up to 24
hours per day. The applicant estimates that the project will ultimately provide between 650 and
750 full time jobs.

Proposed General Plan and Specific Plan Amendments

The project site is located within the Eastern Waterfront Employment Focus Area Overlay in the
General Plan and is currently designated as Business Park and Regional Commercial. The
proposed General Plan amendment would designate the entirety of the site as Business Park.

According to the Antioch General Plan, the majority of the employment opportunities created
within the Eastern Waterfront Employment Focus Area will be industrial in character. Areas

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designated as Eastern Employment Business Park are intended for employment-generating uses
compatible with a location adjacent to residential neighborhoods as a transition from other
industrial uses. The maximum allowable intensity is a Floor Area Ratio (FAR) of 0.55. The
proposed project would provide an industrial, employment-generating use and development of
the warehouse would result in a FAR of 0.39. Therefore, the proposed project complies with the
General Plan’s intent for the Eastern Waterfront Employment Focus Area.

The primary purpose of lands designated Business Park on the General Plan land use map is to
provide for light industrial, research and development, and office-based firms seeking an attractive
and pleasant working environment and a prestigious location. Business Park areas are typically
labor-intensive, meaning that the density of employment is higher than areas involving mostly
manufacturing or warehouse uses. The proposed project is consistent with the General Plan
definition of “Storage and Distribution — Light,” which is defined as wholesaling, storage, and
warehousing services conducted entirely within enclosed buildings. According to Table 4.A of the
General Plan, Storage and Distribution — Light is an allowed use in the Business Park designation.
The proposed project would also comply with the maximum FAR for the Business Park of 0.5.

The project site is also located within the East Eighteenth Street Specific Plan, which designates
the northern portion of the site as O/LI and the southern portion of the site as CR/M. The proposed
Specific Plan Amendment would designate the entirety of the site as O/LI. In addition, the East
Eighteenth Street Specific Plan would be amended to remove the extension of Drive In Way west
to Vineyard Drive. The removal of this planned loop road is necessary for the development of the
proposed project.

The O/LI designation is to provide for a mix of professional and administrative offices, and light
manufacturing. According to the Specific Plan, greater intensity of land use and employment
density should be encouraged westerly of Vineyard Drive. The Specific Plan allows for a
maximum FAR of 0.45, and the proposed project would result in a FAR of 0.39, and therefore
complies. According to Section 6.5, Development Standards, of the Specific Plan, all land uses
shall be established for individual projects through the Planned Development process and shall
generally be consistent with the standards established in the zoning ordinances for uses in the
Professional Office (C-0) and Light Industrial (M-1) districts. As a Light Industrial development,
the appropriate zoning district standards to apply for the project would be the M-1 district
standards. As shown in the table below, the project complies with the development standards for
the M-1 zoning district. As such, the project is consistent with the Antioch General Plan and the
East Eighteenth Street Specific Plan.

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Proposed Planned Development Rezone, Final Development Plan, and Use Permit

As previously discussed, the East Eighteenth Street Specific Plan requires all land uses to be
established for individual projects through a Planned Development Process. Therefore, the
proposed project would require a PD Rezone. The PD district is intended to set the development
standards applicable to the land use district of the project site, including the lot sizes, setbacks,
height, floor area ratio, parking, and permitted uses. The Specific Plan states that PD districts for
land designated O/LI and intended for Light Industrial use shall be generally consistent with M-1
district standards from the Antioch Zoning Code. As demonstrated previously, the proposed
project conforms to the M-1 district standards.

In addition, pursuant to Section 9-5.2307 of the Municipal Code, a Use Permit is required prior to
the construction of any phase of an approved PD district. Thus, the proposed project would require
approval of a Use Permit to allow construction of the proposed project. Because the proposed
project would be developed in one phase, the requested Use Permit addresses the project as a
whole.

Design Review

Per Section 9-5.2607 of the Municipal Code, all new development within the City is subject to
Design Review approval. The purpose of the Design Review process is to promote the orderly
development of the City, encourage high quality site design and planning, protect the stability of
land values and investments, and ensure consistency with the Citywide Design Guidelines. The
Citywide Design Guidelines for business parks were used in evaluating the warehouse
construction plans.

The Citywide Design Guidelines are intended to establish guidelines that will reinforce a common
identity for the City of Antioch, including the maximum density and maximum number of units,
minimum lot size, landscape requirements, open space requirements, architectural guidelines,
and maximum building heights and lot coverage.

Access and Circulation

Access to the project site would be provided by a new driveway located at the existing signalized
intersection of East 18th Street and Phillips Lane. Paved drive aisles and parking areas would be
constructed to provide vehicle access to all four office areas and entryways. The proposed project
would provide 542 vehicle parking spaces on all sides of the building. Specifically, the parking
spaces would be provided as follows:

e 337 standard stalls;

» 16 Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) accessible stalls;
* 49 Electric Vehicle (EV) stalls; and

* 140 trailer parking stalls.

The proposed project would also include a total of 106 truck loading docks, with 53 docks on the
western side and 53 docks on the eastern side of the building.

The proposed project would include the construction of new six-foot sidewalks and ADA-compliant
curb ramps at the northwest corner of the Phillips Street and East 18th Street intersection, which
would connect to the existing sidewalk to the west, as well as the development of a new crosswalk
on the north side of the intersection. Within the project site, a new pedestrian walkway would be
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provided between East 18th Street and the front doors of the office area located in the southeast
corner of the building.

Landscaping and Fencing

Landscaped areas would be provided along the project boundaries. Landscaping around the
perimeter of the site would include a variety of trees and shrubs, including species such as fern
pine, scarlet oak, and strawberry tree shrub. Throughout the site, planters would be installed with
trees and shrubbery to provide shaded parking. In addition, shrubs and trees would be provided
at the project access points.

New eight-foot-high tubular steel fencing would be installed around the perimeter of the project
site with five gates located throughout the site. Two gates would be located at both entrances of
the truck dock area located on the western side of the proposed building, and two gates would be
located at both entrances of the truck dock area located on the eastern side of the building. An
additional gate would be located along the western boundary of the site.

Building Design

The proposed project would include the construction of a 431,797-sf warehouse building, new
surface parking lots, new driveways, landscaping, and fencing. The building exterior would consist
of painted concrete tilt-up panels with a flat roof. Fenestration, mullions, and variation in rooflines
would provide visual relief and interest. Office entryways would consist of aluminum storefront
systems with blue glazed glass. The building would also feature awnings above the entryways.
The proposed building design meets the intent of the Antioch Business Park Design Guidelines
by breaking up long building facades with architectural details and through the use of architectural
elements to accentuate the building entrance. In addition, details similar to the front facade are
provided on the rear and side wall elevations, thereby meeting the intent of design guideline
4.4.3.D.

Utilities

Water would be provided for the proposed project by the City through a new connection to the
existing water line located within Drive In Way. The water main near the project site is proposed
to undergo improvements according to the City’s Water System Master Plan.

In 1984, a PG&E easement was granted by a previous owner of the parcel for an existing water
pipe. The 10-foot-wide easement runs north to south and is aligned with Phillips Lane to the south
of the site. Inquiries to PG&E’s Land Department indicate that the water pipeline within the
easement is a private lateral; however, PG&E had limited information regarding the pipeline and
could not determine whether the pipeline was in use. The project applicant conducted a study
using below-ground sensors to identify the location of the pipe within the easement, which
determined the pipe was no longer in use. A report presenting the outcome of the applicant’s
study was then submitted to PG&E who agreed to abandon the pipe and quitclaim the easement.
Accordingly, the existing pipeline would be removed during construction of the proposed project.

Sanitary sewer service would also be provided by the City of Antioch. The City maintains and
owns the local sewage collection system and would be responsible for the collection and
conveyance of wastewater to the Delta Diablo Wastewater Treatment Plant (WWTP). A 12-inch
sewer line with a 10-foot-wide utility easement currently runs east to west across the site and
connects to Drive In Way. As part of the proposed project, the sewer line would be relocated such
that the sewer line would turn south while entering the site from the west, then form a U-shape to
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reconnect with the existing connection at Drive In Way. The sewer relocation would also include
the construction of a new pump station at the southwest corner of the project site. The project
would include installation of multiple sanitary sewer manholes that would be fitted pursuant to the
City’s standards and connected to the new sanitary sewer lines.

Stormwater runoff from on-site impervious surfaces would be captured by drains and routed
through a series of new 12-inch storm drain pipes to on-site stormwater treatment areas. The on-
site stormwater treatment measures include eight bioretention areas located throughout the site,
two infiltration chambers located in the southern and western portions of the site, and one self-
treating area along the eastern border of the site. From the on-site stormwater system, runoff
would be routed to an existing 54-inch storm drain located at Drive In Way.

Traffic Study

The City’s General Plan contains a Circulation element, which has policies on creating safe and
convenient movement of people. Policy 7.3.2.h states, “Require traffic impact studies for all new
developments that propose to increase the approved density or intensity of development or are
projected to generate 50 peak hour trips or more at any intersection of Circulation Element
roadways.” As required in the General Plan, the traffic impact study evaluates the Level of Service
(LOS) at the study intersections. LOS is a measure of how freely traffic flows and how much
vehicle delay there is. LOS is designated A through F, with LOS A representing free flowing
conditions and LOS F representing severe congestion.

Historically, the traffic study and mitigations related to LOS have been included in the project’s
CEQA document, as allowed by CEQA Guidelines and the City’s General Plan. On December
28, 2018, the California Office of Administrative Law revised the CEQA Guidelines, which included
the removal of vehicle delay and LOS from consideration under CEQA. With the adopted
guidelines, transportation impacts are now to be evaluated based on a project’s effect on Vehicle
Miles Traveled (VMT). Lead agencies are now required to use the new guidelines starting July 1,
2020. Therefore, this project’s Initial Study only includes an evaluation of VMT and a standalone
traffic study evaluates LOS. The traffic study is included as an appendix to the IS/MND, available
at the following link:

The traffic study aids the City in determining compliance with the policies found in the Growth
Management Element and Circulation Element of the General Plan. The Growth Management
Element contains policy 3.4.1.1 Performance Standards for Routes of Regional Significance,
which states, “discretionary projects that impact Routes of Regional Significance shall comply
with the requirements of the adopted Action Plans.”

The East 18th Street Light Industrial Development — East Site Transportation Analysis analyzed
the existing LOS conditions and the LOS conditions following implementation of the projects at
seven intersections around the project site. Based on the Transportation Analysis prepared for
the proposed project, the proposed project is estimated to generate 2,103 daily vehicle trips,
including 320 AM peak hour and 281 PM peak hour trips. The table below summarizes the
findings.

The results of the intersection LOS analysis show that all of the signalized study intersections
currently operate at an acceptable LOS (high-level LOS D or better), during both the AM and PM
peak hours. The worst stop-controlled approach at the unsignalized study intersection, Viera
Avenue and Wilbur Avenue, would operate at LOS B under background plus project and
cumulative plus project conditions during both peak hours, which complies with the City’s high-
level LOS D standard for intersections on a route of regional significance.

PLANNING COMMISSION ACTION

On August 16", 2023, the Antioch Planning Commission held a public hearing regarding the
proposed project. Upon close of the public hearing, the Antioch Planning Commission recommend
City Council approval of all of the requested entitlements.

At the close of the meeting, Planning Commission voted to approve the following resolutions by
a 5-0 vote:
1. Resolution Recommending City Council Approval of the 18th Street East Warehouse
ISIMND and MMRP;
2. Resolution Recommending City Council Approval of the General Plan Map Amendment;

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Public Comments at Planning Commission

associated site improvements located north of the intersection of East 18" Street and Philips

WHEREAS, the City prepared an Initial Study and Mitigated Negative Declaration
(IS/MND) and Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Program (MMRP), to evaluate the potential
environmental impacts of the Project in conformance with Section 15063 of Title 14 of the
California Code of Regulations (the “CEQA Guidelines”);

WHEREAS, an IS/MND was circulated for a 30-day review period, with the public review
period commencing on April 21, 2023 and ending on May 22, 2023;

WHEREAS, at its regular meeting on August 16, 2023, the Antioch Planning Commission
adopted Resolution 2023-21, recommending City Council approval of IS/MND and MMRP; and

2. Due to difference in grades with adjacent parcels, The
developer shall transition grades at a 2:1 max slope on
site and start 1 foot back from the property line from
existing grade to developed grades. If this maximum
slope cannot be maintained, then the developer may
need to install gravity retaining walls along the parcel lot
lines one foot from the property line to adequately
transition grades to the proposed grades of the site.

b. Storm Water Control Plan. C.3 regulations require the
submittal of a Storm Water Control Plan (SWCP) that
demonstrate plan compliance. The SWCP shall be
submitted concurrently with the site improvement plans.

c. Operation and Maintenance Plan. For the freatment
and flow-controls identified in the approved SWCP, a
separate Operation and Maintenance Plan (O&M) shalll
be submitted to the Building Department at the time of
permit submittal.

d. CCRs. Both the approved SWCP and O&M plans shall be
included in the project maintenance operation plans.
