Director Helfenberger provided background information on the process for naming a 

park, then listed the four suggestions and the rationale for each. The four 
suggestions were Trimonti Meadows Park, Lazaro Cardenas Park, Sand Creek 

Park, and Miwok Park. Commissioner Peckanham suggested “Miwok Meadows” as 
a way to differentiate it from Miwok Park in Brentwood.

2. Playground Color Scheme Recommendation for Parcel C Park of the

Director Helfenberger provided color scheme choices, the developers suggestion (AJ), 
and some background information about selecting ideal colors for children with autism. 

Suggestions from the Commission included palettes AL, AV, AK, AU, and AO. After 
some discussion, AO emerged as the overall favorite of the group. Palette AO consists 

of earth tones with browns and greens.

Director Helfenberger provided background information on some of the various funding 
sources for parks programs, restrictions on using each fund, the approximate balance of 
each fund, and planned projects to be supported by each fund. Chair Arce requested an 

update be provided to the Commission every six months. Chair Arce also suggested 
making improvements to the skate park including shade structures and other amenities. 

Deputy Public Works Director Zepeda shared that there are planned improvements to 
City Park. There was also a discussion about “No Smoking” signs in parks which led to 

Assistant City Manager Bayon Moore providing an update on an existing effort by Youth 
in Antioch to raise awareness on teen vaping. The youth will be invited to a future 

meeting to present their findings.

1. Staff Communication 
Director Helfenberger gave an update on recent classes that had just started along with 
planned re-openings for summer. The production of the Activity Guide is nearly 
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complete, which will be mailed to the public the week of April 12th. 
Deputy Public Works Director Zepeda provided an update a meeting with the new 

landscaping contractor called Terracare. They will begin service in Antioch on April 1st.  
 

  2. Commission Communication 
Commissioner Knight asked about repainting of red curbs. Deputy Director Zepeda 

responded that Antioch will be installing signs rather than painting curbs going forward. 
Commissioners Peckenham and Arce asked about various trails needing maintenance or 

design refinements. Deputy Director Zepeda provided information in response. 
Chair Arce asked for an update on the proposed projects at Jacobsen and Marchetti 

Parks. At the moment, the projects are on hold because the Council gave direction to 
develop a policy around accessibility in parks.

SUBJECT: Ratify Lifting of the Ban on Bounce Houses and Inflatables in 

Parks and Picnic Areas  
 
 
 
RECOMMENDED ACTION 
It is recommended that the Parks and Recreation Commission ratify lifting of the ban on 
bounce houses and inflatables in parks and picnic areas due to COVID State and County 
Health Orders for public health and safety effective June 15, 2021.  
 
DISCUSSION 
When the COVID pandemic began in March 2020, State and County Health Orders were 
issued to protect public health and safety. In the months following, those orders have 
been updated numerous times based on health reports and data.  

Title 10, Chapter 2.04 Authority in Special Circumstances, Section (B) states The Parks 
and Recreation Director may establish temporary rules and regulations from time to time 
as necessary for the proper administration and regulation of conduct in the city's park and 
recreation areas. Such temporary regulations shall be made when emergencies or other 
circumstances require immediate action.  

Inflatables and bounce houses by their very nature, promote heavy cardio activity within 
close proximity, and on many occasions include numerous people at one time inside a 
bounce house or inflatable. In order to meet health and safety guidelines bounce houses 
and inflatables were banned from parks and picnic areas during the pandemic. This ban 
was ratified by the Parks and Recreation Commission at the Regular Meeting of 
November 19, 2020. 

As the pandemic subsides and the economy reopens, our society is in the process of 
lifting restrictions and returning to normal. Currently, the state is scheduled to lift most 
restrictions on June 15th and Contra Costa County plans to follow suit. Therefore, the 
Parks and Recreation Director plans to rescind the ban as of that date. Staff 
recommends that the Parks and Recreation Commission ratify this the lifting of the ban.
