o Wooden boats not accepted 
 

o Current DMV registration or united state coast guard documentation 
 

o Insurance is mandatory & must be provided at time of registration policy must include the Antioch marina as 
additional insured minimum requirement of $300,000 

 
o First month's rent and security deposit + key fees 

 
o Current drivers license or California ID 

 
o Number of vehicles you will park in the marina parking lot, description of vehicles and license plate numbers 

 
o Photo of boat 

 
o No guests without your supervision 

 
o Live aboard must be a minimum of 33' in length 

 
o Harbor master or designee may inspect vessel at any time 

 
o Vessels, if equipped with a marine toilet (head) & shall contain an adequate devise to retain sewage 

 
o Berther agrees harbor master or designee may take action and impose charges necessary for any work or service 

or for storage or safekeeping performed for prevention of damage to property or to prevent vessel from becoming 
a hazard to navigation after first incident berther will be charged $60.00 for each service 

 
o Our berth fee provides a parking space for two (2) vehicles, a slip for your vessel, water, and three nights/three 

days per week overnight usage.  This is carefully monitored.  Additional live aboard usage will require a 
residential permit.  Should you need more time aboard your vessel will you will need to contact the harbor 
master's office with your request.  

 
o Will you be performing any maintenance on your vessel beyond a wash and wax?   Yes or no  

 
o If you want to acquire your own dock box, will you accept the specifications as designated by the marina? 

 
o Do you have a proper marine shore power cord?  Yes or no 

 
o Other than approved boarding steps, power cord, and water hoses will you have any other objects or obstructions 

on your dock fingers? If yes explain.
